       LOCAL RULES 
          1stJanuary 2024 

            The rules of the R&A apply. 

OUT OF BOUNDS (OB): Rule 18. A ball is deemed OB on or beyond any fence, wall, hedge 

bounding the course, areas delineated by white stakes or white painted curbs. The internal road 

into the Club is OB as is a ball which crosses that road and comes to rest on another part of the 

course.  

PENALTY AREAS: Rule 17. All penalty areas are defined by red stakes.  

ABNORMAL COURSE CONDITIONS: Rule 16. Free relief including stance is granted under the 

following conditions. The ball must be dropped in accordance with rule 14.  

a) Ground Under Repair (GUR), which is marked by white or blue dotted lines or blue stakes.  
b) Immovable obstructions i.e., buggy paths, flower beds marked with free drop signs, 

control stations, etc.  

c) Young trees which are staked or marked by blue posts.  

  

       e) Fixed sprinkler heads, if the ball lies within two (2) club lengths of the green of the hole 

being played and intervenes on the line of play, free relief is allowed at the nearest point of 

relief, not on the putting green nor nearer the hole.  

       f) Cloth and concrete linings within bunkers. If a player has reason to believe that concrete 

lies beneath a shallow depth of sand, the depth of sand may be tested with a tee peg. The 

ball MUST be dropped within the bunker, no nearer to the hole.  

INTEGRAL PARTS OF THE COURSE: Rule 8. Bridges within the penalty areas. Naturalised areas. 

The ball must be played where it lies or declared unplayable, Rule 19.  

BAD WEATHER AND SUSPENSION OF PLAY: A suspension of play for a dangerous situation will 

be signalled by one prolonged note on the siren. All other suspensions will be signalled by three 

consecutive notes of the siren. In either case resumption of play will be signalled by two short 

notes of the siren.  

ETIQUETTE: Rake bunkers, repair pitch marks, adhere to trolly and buggy rules. Ready golf is 

encouraged, but respect your playing partners and their golf. Do not play until it is safe to do so. 

Rude or aggressive behaviour or failure to comply with instructions from the Course Marshall 

may result in a ban from the golf course.
